 Answer:- 1. Pollination in many flowering plants would stop. 

2. Fruits and seed production would decrease. 

3. Human food supply (fruits, vegetables, grains) would be affected. 

4. Other pollinators (like wind, water, birds) may not be enough. 

5. Some plant species may slowly become extinct. 

Q5 If all plants reproduced only by seeds, what problems can arise in nature? Give any five 
points.  

(5 marks) 

Answer :-  1. Some plants may  become extinct because seeds need proper conditions 
(soil, water, air, temperature) to grow. 

2. Plants that usually reproduce by vegetative parts (like potato, onion, sugarcane) will not 
survive. 

3. The variety of plants will decrease because not all plants produce seeds every year. 



4. It will take longer for plants to spread and cover large areas, as seeds take time to 
germinate. 

5. Humans and animals will lose many useful plants that reproduce only by vegetative 
propagation or spores (like ferns, moss).
