Given: Total trousers = 33,000 Men’s = 12,309 Women’s = 9,538

Men’s + Women’s = 12,309 + 9,538 = 21,847
Children’s = 33,000 - 21,847 = 11,153

Why does the smell of perfume spread quickly in a room even if only a small amount is sprayed? (2marks)
Answer:- 1 The tiny particles of perfume mix with air and diffuse rapidly.
2 This proves that particles of matter are continuously moving.

Q2 The Earth rotates on its axis and also revolves around the Sun. What kind of motions are these?
(2marks)

Answer:- Rotation of Earth on its axis - Periodic motion (repeats every 24 hours).
Revolution of Earth around the Sun - Periodic motion (repeats every 365 days).

Q3 Riya dissolved sugar in water and later heated it to get sugar back. What does this activity prove about
physical changes? (2 marks)

Answer:-1 Dissolving sugar in water is a physical change, as no new substance is formed.
2 Heating evaporates water and sugar is obtained back, proving that physical changes are reversible.
