Definition of parallelogram: A parallelogram is a quadrilateral (4-sided shape) in which both pairs of
opposite sides are parallel.

a parallelogram also has these properties:

Opposite sides are equal in length

Opposite angles are equal

Consecutive angles add up to 180°

Diagonals bisect each other.

Examples of parallelograms include rectangles, squares, and rhombuses.
Definition of Rhombus : A rhombus is a quadrilateral in which all four sides are equal in length.
It also has these properties:

Opposite sides are parallel

Opposite angles are equal

Diagonals bisect each other at right angles

Diagonals bisect the interior angles

Key point: A thombus is a special type of parallelogram.

Area of a parallelogram=Base xAltitude

Area of a Rhombus = %2 X d1Xd2
