Maths 

Q1 Solve using distributive property:  569 × 45 + 569 × 55                  (2 marks) 

Solution: 569 × (45 + 55) ← Taking out 569 as common factor from both the products.  

= 569 × 100 ← Multiplying by 100 orally. = 56900 

Q2 Solve using distributive property:  361 × 162 – 361 × 60 – 2 × 361                 (2 marks)        

Q3. Test 13856722 whether it is divisible by 11 or not?                              (3 marks) 

Sum of the digits at odd places = 2 + 7 + 5 + 3 = 17  

Sum of the digits at even places = 2 + 6 + 8 + 1 = 17 

 Difference of the two sums, i.e. 17 – 17 = 0 

If the difference between the sum of the digits at even places and sum of the digits at odd places is either 0 

or a multiple of 11, the number is divisible by 11.

Q5 A car travels a distance of 550 km in 5 hours.        (5 marks) 

(a) What distance will the car cover in 7 hours? 

(b) How many hours are needed to travel a distance of 3080 km if the car travels at a uniform speed? 

Solution: We have, 

(a) Distance travelled by the car in 5 hours = 550 km  

(b) Distance travelled by the car in 1 hour = 550 km ÷5 = 110 km 

         Distance travelled in 7 hours = 110 km x 7 = 770 km

Q6 A factory produced 57900 screws in the month of April, 2015. (The factory produces same number of 

screws every day.) 

(a) How many screws did the factory produce in 8 days? 

(b) In how many days, did the factory produce 34740 screws?       (5 marks) 

Science 

Q1  During heavy rains, we see waterlogging on roads, floods in cities, and wastage of rainwater flowing 

into drains. How can rainwater harvesting change this situation?      (3 marks) 

Answer:- 

1. Collected rainwater can be stored in tanks for later use. 

2. It reduces flooding and waterlogging by diverting water into the ground. 

3. It turns wasted rainwater into a useful resource. 

Q2 If a perfume bottle is opened in one corner of the room, after some time people sitting far away can also 

smell it. Why does this happen?   (3 marks) 

Answer:- 

1. Perfume particles move from the region of high concentration (bottle) to low concentration (air in room). 

2. This random movement of particles is called diffusion. 

3. It continues until the smell spreads evenly in the whole room. 

Q3  Earlier people used body parts like handspan, cubit, and foot for measuring length. Why do you think 

this method created problems?   (3 marks) 

Answer:- 1. Body parts differ in size from person to person, so measurements were not uniform. 

2. The same object measured by two people could give different results. 

3. This lack of accuracy made trade, construction, and science unreliable. 

Q4  Burning of paper is very fast but rusting of iron is very slow. Why is there such a difference in the speed 

of these two changes?   (3 marks) 

Answer:- 1. Burning of paper is a rapid chemical reaction with oxygen that releases heat and light. 

2. Rusting of iron also involves oxygen and water but at a very slow rate. 

3. Temperature and environment affect the speed of changes. 

Q5  Synthetic fibres like nylon and polyester are popular. Why do people still prefer natural fibres like 

cotton, jute, and silk in many cases?      (3 marks) 

Answer:- 1. Natural fibres are more comfortable and breathable. 

2. They are less harmful to skin compared to synthetic ones. 

3. Natural fibres are biodegradable and eco-friendly. 

S.Science 

Q1. "Prehistory and history are different from each other." Justify the statement in your own words.    

(3marks) 

Answer- Prehistory is the period before writing was invented, so we depend only on archaeological 

evidence. History is the paid after writing was developed, when return records are available. 

Q2. Archaeological sources are important sources to know about the history of early man. Write your views 

about the statement. (3 marks) 

Answer - Archaeological sources like tools, pottery, coins, buildings and monuments give us direct evidence 

of the lifestyle, culture and technology of ancient people which cannot be found in written records alone. 

Q3. "The discovery of fire transform the lifestyle of early man." Justify the statement in your own 

words.(3marks) 

Answer - The discovery of fire was a turning point. It helped early man to cook food, keep warm in cold 

weather and protect himself from wild animals. It made life of early man safer and easier. 

Q4 What are the reasons for categorising the stone age into distinct chronological phases ? (3 marks) 

Answer - The stone age is divided into palaeolithic, mesolithic and neolithic because tools, lifestyle and 

skills improved gradually. Each stage shows the progress of early human in tool- making and lifestyle. 

Q5.Which factors justify refering Mesopotamia and Egypt as river valley civilizations? (5 marks) 

Answer. Mesopotamia flourished between the Tigris and Euphrates, while Egypt grew along the Nile. Their 

fertile river valleys supported agriculture, trade and settlements making them important early civilizations. 

The  rivers helped in the development of agriculture and trade. That's why these civilizations called the river 

valley civilizations.
