® 2. Globe vs Map

Globe: A 3-D model of the Earth showing the real shape.

Map: A flat drawing of the Earth or part of it; easier to carry and shows more details.

@& 3. Imaginary Lines on Earth

Latitude: Horizontal lines (e.g., Equator).

Longitude: Vertical lines running north—south.
