Define political parties and describe any four problem areas in their working that they need to face and
overcome. (5)
Hints: Definition - A political party is a group of people who come together to contest elections and hold power in
the government. They agree on some policies & programmes for the society to promote the collective good. A
major challenge is the lack of internal democracy within parties. Since most political parties do not practice open
and transparent procedures for their functioning, there are very few ways for an ordinary worker to rise to the top
in a party.
Describe some ways political parties around the world can be reformed to overcome the challenges they face.

Hints: - Laws should be made to prevent elected MLAs/MPs from changing parties. It should be done as many
elected representatives indulge in defection in order to become ministers or for cash.It should be necessary for
political parties to hold their organizational elections and file their income tax returns regularly. (any other relevant
point is accepted)
‘Language is power, life and the instrument of culture, the instrument of liberation." Justify the above
statement in light of the Nationalist Movement in Poland, Europe. (5)
Hints: Language played an important role in developing nationalist sentiments in Europe. As a result, a large
number of priests and bishops were put in jail or sent to Siberia by the Russian authorities as punishment for
refusing to preach in Russian.
‘Importance of culture - art, poetry, stories and music help shape nationalist feelings.' Justify the above
statement with respect to European nationalism. (5)
Hints: Under romanticism, artists criticised the glorification of reason and science and focused on emotions,
intuition and mystical feelings to create a sense of a shared collective heritage, a common cultural past, as the basis
of a nation. - German culture was to be discovered among the common people — das volk. Spirit of the nation was
popularised through folk songs, poetry and dances. - So, collecting and recording these forms of folk culture was
essential to the project of nation- building.
