Definition of circle: A circle is a 2D (flat) shape where all points are the same distance from a fixed point
called the center.

Main parts of a circle:

1.Center — the fixed point in the middle of the circle

2.Radius — the distance from the center to any point on the circle

3.Diameter — a line going across the circle through the center (equal to 2 radii)

4.Circumference — the distance around the circle (its perimeter).

Formulas:
Area of a circle: nr? Circumference of a circle : 2ar
Radius = Diameter=2 xradius
